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From the Principal: 

As we finish first trimester of the 2016-17 school year, we have an opportunity to 
reflect on how we are doing in our second year of implementation of our new 
middle school model.  We have worked very hard to implement our Mustang 
Pride—PROMPT, PREPARED, and POLITE to teach our students our expectations.  
As we end our first academic term, we have many things to celebrate and some 
areas we need to work on.  We count on parents as important partners and believe 
it is important for you to be aware of some of our challenges so that we can ask for 
your help in reinforcing expectations at home. 

Concerns 

We are primarily concerned about behaviors in the cafeteria.  Based on parent 
feedback, we made a change for this year’s lunchroom procedures for 6th and 7th 
graders, moving from assigned seating to open seating.  Now, we are seeing an 
increase in behaviors such as throwing food and taking other students’ seats while 
they are emptying their trays. 

We are also seeing an increase in behaviors right after lunch, as students move to 
their next classes. Some students are running and pushing others; sometimes, this 
activity has led to physical altercations. Teachers are reporting that some students 
are having a difficult time settling down after lunch. 

Actions we’re taking to address the concerns   

 Teaching and reteaching expectations  
We are taking many actions to teach, reteach and then provide 
consequences for students who are not meeting our expectations.  All 
students are receiving additional teaching of our expectations during 
advisory time. 

 Adjusting practices; continuing to apply consequences 
In certain grade levels, we have placed limits on passing times to reduce 
opportunities for unacceptable behavior. Individual students who do not 
meet our expectations are referred to the office where we use a progressive 
set of consequences until we see a change of behavior. 

 Increasing supervision during key problem times 
All available staff are supervising students as they exit the cafeteria after 
lunch. We are also benefiting from an outstanding group of parent/
community volunteers who are providing additional supervisory support 
during lunch every day.

Don’t catch the flu, don’t spread the flu 
Reasons to get your child a flu shot: 
A flu shot can keep your child from getting sick with flu. 
Influenza is more serious than the common cold. It can lead to serious complications, including hospitalization or death. Each 
year an average of 20,000 children younger than 5 years are hospitalized because of influenza complications.  
 
Since 2004-2005, flu-related deaths in children reported to CDC during regular flu seasons have ranged from a low of 37 to a high 
of 171 deaths. 
 
Children, especially school-aged children, are more likely to catch the flu. Millions of children get sick with flu every season. A 
typical flu illness can mean missing a week or more of school. Once infected, children can spread the flu to parents and siblings, 
other family members, and friends.  
 
Vaccinating your child protects people around them (like grandparents, babies or anyone with long-term health problems) who 
are more vulnerable to flu.  Children with certain long-term health conditions (like asthma or diabetes) and all children younger 
than 5 years are at high risk of serious illness when they get the flu.  
 
Flu vaccine is not perfect. Some vaccinated people may still get sick, but if they do, flu vaccine may make their illness milder.  Flu 
vaccines are among the safest medical products in use. Hundreds of millions of people have safely gotten flu vaccines for more 
than 50 years. There may be mild side effects from getting vaccinated, but these are so much less of a problem than getting sick 
with the flu! For more information, visit: www.cdc.gov/flu 
 
You and your family can help reduce the spread of flu by doing four important things: 

 Cover your cough with your arm not your hands  

 Wash your hands frequently  

 Stay home for at least 24 hours after your fever has ended without the use of medicine  

 Get a flu shot every year 
Symptoms include fever, chills, body aches, headache, cough, runny nose or stuffy nose, and sore throat.  
Please call your healthcare provider if your child has a high fever and/or persistent cough. 
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How you can help 

There are many ways you can support a safe and healthy school for your student.   

 The simplest and most important is to have a conversation with your child about high expectations for 
behaviors even when in a group setting.   

 Volunteer at school. We know that students benefit in many ways from the presence of parents/guardians at 
school, and we would welcome you as a volunteer. 

 If your child reports a safety concern to you, please call our tip line or contact an administrator immediately.  
Information on who and how to report can be found elsewhere in this newsletter under Key Communications 
and Contacts at MGMS.   

 Please contact me as well if you would like more information, have any suggestions, or have a concern to share.  

As I stated in the beginning, the vast majority of students are modeling Mustang Pride and making positive 
contributions to the school community.  We are having our third recognition assembly of the year on Friday, 
December 9 to recognize students for many different goals they have met.  Check out our website and read the 
newsletters from your child’s team for updates and celebrations of the great academic work that is happening here at 
MGMS.

ABSENCES 
 If your child is absent or late to school, please call the school with the reason for the absence. The 
telephone call eliminates the need to send a note with your student when he/she returns to school. We would 
appreciate having the call between the hours of 7:00 AM and 9:00 AM.

APPOINTMENTS/EARLY RELEASE 
 A parent/guardian must send a note excusing their student from school. The student then brings the note 
to the Student Services office before school to get a pass and then they sign out at the main office.  If a student 
forgets a note, a parent/guardian is required to come into the office with a photo ID to sign out their student. 
Even if you send a text to your student, they will not be released until the office staff sees your ID and then they will 
call your student out of class. 
 
 

IF YOUR STUDENT IS NOT FEELING WELL WHILE AT SCHOOL 
 Maple Grove Middle School has a registered nurse in the building. Students who do not feel well during the 

day should get a pass from their teacher to go the nurse’s office. The nurse will then determine if the student is not 

well enough to continue the school day and will contact the parent/guardian to pick up their student when 

necessary. Students who leave for the day that are not feeling well, without permission from the nurse, are at risk 

of being marked truant. 

 
 

PICKING UP A SICK STUDENT 
 If you have received a call from the nurses office to pick your student up, please bring your photo ID into 
school. For the safety of your student, we check ID’s every time before we release a student. 
 
 

DROPPING OFF & PICKING UP  

 If you drop off or pick up your student before or after school, please use the entrance at the very east end 
of the community education parking lot.  As you are heading east on 69th Avenue, proceed to the last driveway to 
drop-off or pick-up your student.  As you drive around to the door, we ask that the front car move as far forward 
as possible when both dropping off and picking up students to avoid a back-up of cars in the lot.    As always, we ask 
drivers to proceed slowly through the parking lot and look for students and staff crossing the lot.  Although we have 
reminded students about pedestrian safety, we are asking you to please also remind your student to use sidewalks 
and crosswalks in order to stay safe.

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COMMUNICATION AND KEY CONTACTS AT  

MAPLE GROVE MIDDLE SCHOOL 
In the transition from elementary to middle school, your child will work with many different adults.  As a parent, 
you can help your child navigate and self-manage by understanding the roles and responsibilities of the different 
staff available to support student learning.  In general, we expect students to start to assume the responsibility for 
communication and problem-solving at school and we expect parents/guardians to partner with us to help them 
build the skills they will need to be self-advocates. 

The most important tool for communication will be your child’s IPAD and Schoology as well as ParentVue.  Parents 
will have access to Schoology and can track their student’s coursework and calendars.  Our school has a website 
that contains information regarding all aspects of the school.   

We do not have weekly folders that go home to families at the middle school level.  We use the School Messenger 
system to deliver important information for all families by e-mail and telephone.  It is important that you keep your 
contact information current in your ParentVue account to receive this information.   

Please work with your student to review daily announcements and to review information given out by each of their 
teachers.  At times, your child may need help.  The first step in resolving a question or concern should always be for 
your child to speak to the teacher.  We ask that you contact a specific teacher if your child is not able to resolve a 
question or a concern.  If you are not able to resolve a question/concern with the teacher directly, then your 
student may make an appointment with his/her counselor in the Student Services Office and if necessary, the 
counselor will include the grade level principal.   

Sometimes your child will experience a problem or conflict with another student or may witness inappropriate 
behavior.  We ask that students report their concerns to an adult in the building.  If the concern is happening in the 
classroom, have your student work with the teacher.  If the concern is in the cafeteria or other common spaces, 
please have them see their counselor or work with our student management specialist (SMS) or grade level 
principal.  We also have an anonymous tip line where students can report incidents 763-391-8660.

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The Learning Center and Testing Center —  

Available Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursdays with Prior Approval 

 
We currently have two services available to support student learning after school on Tuesdays, 
Wednesdays, and Thursdays. Both of these spaces require students to plan ahead and work with their 
teachers to obtain passes. 
 
The LEARNING CENTER is available to students who have a specific project or assignment that needs 
extra time and support or requires access to technology. Any student who has been identified by a 
teacher as having a specific need can obtain a pass from that teacher to attend the learning center. We 
ask that parents ensure that a teacher has approved and assigned a student to the learning center prior 
to having them stay afterschool. 
 
The TESTING CENTER is available to students who need to take an assessment outside of class. If a 
student is absent or needs an additional opportunity for retaking an assessment, teachers will arrange a 
date with the student and send the materials to the testing center located off the media center. 
Students should bring enough homework or reading materials to work on after the test completion to 
keep them engaged until the late bus at 4:20.

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CELL PHONES & OTHER ELECTRONIC DEVICES 
In our learning environment it is important that students stay focused on their learning. In the previous years, we had 

allowed students to bring personal devices and access wifi to enhance learning opportunities. Now that we have a 

closed wifi system with more restrictive access and 1:1 iPads for all students, we no longer have the need for personal 

devices to be present in the school setting.  

 

This year, personal electronic devices, including (but not limited to) cell phones and iPods, are NOT allowed in 

school.  Should your student need to carry their cell phone for after school communication, it is to be off and out of 

sight during the school day. Should you need to contact your student during school hours, please call the main line at 

763-315-7600. Items that interrupt the learning process or violate District Policy will be confiscated by staff. Repeat 

offenses will result in administrative consequence.  

 
Maple Grove Middle School is not responsible for lost or stolen items, including all electronic devices.  We advise 
leaving all electronic devices and valuables at home.  
 
Last year we allowed them because we had open wifi and hadn’t initiated 1:1 iPads. Now that we have closed wifi, 
and an iPad for each students, they no longer need their personal devices.

Leaving School Procedure… 
Please send a note with your students if they are going to leave school early. The student then brings the note to 
student services where they are issued a pass to get out of school. The student then shows the pass to the teacher 
and signs out in the front office and your child meets you in the car.  This way you are not delayed for an appoint-
ment and we don’t need to interrupt teaching time to call your student to the office..  If your appointment is made 
the day of please bring in your photo ID and we will call your student out of class.
